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Dear Parishioner,

uring the Christmas break, our
GS-high school youth group held
its winter “staycation.” The group
has “GS” in its name because
it is part of the high schoolers group
of the Movement of Communion and
Liberation, originally called Gioventu
Studentesca. The tradition of staycation
was started at Nativity by Fr. Accu. It
has a similar program to the summer
vacation in the mountains, but we spend
our winter vacation at the parish to save
money for time together in the mountains
during the summer. Prayers, meals,
games, and presentations took place here,
and we also traveled outside the parish for
our outdoor activities. So, it turned out to
be four days of fully intense ecclesial life
shaped around the Christian event.

Each day began with morning
prayers, silent meditation, and Mass.
When we were preparing for the
staycation with some of the kids, I
asked them what they wanted to retain
from past vacations or staycations.

The answer was to “start the day with
prayer.” Not all the kids are used to
praying habitually on their own in the

morning. However, they retained the
morning prayer discovery from the past
as a precious and true foundation of the
intense life that happens during vacation
days. Asking the kids to critically evaluate
past experiences and what they would
like to do again helps them to acquire
for themselves the motivation of prayer
and to make the sacrifice to pray when
it is not immediately appealing and
requires true effort to break through
laziness and resistance. The fact that the
kids themselves desire to be part of the
staycation program reminds me that no
matter what their background or their
apparent “rebellion” to prayer life (at least
for some), they truly thirst for God, for His
silent peace and His Love, for His Word.
Four meditations of Pope Benedict
XVI on Christmas accompanied the kids
every morning. The Rosary enlightened
each day: recited while driving back from
the hike, another day from charitable
work, and while kneeling in front of
the Nativity Scene in the evening before
the final party. Compline would close
each day, as we usually conclude Sunday
meetings, which strengthened the habit
of ending the day in a peaceful and more
human way in the kids. They welcomed

our invitation to go then directly to bed,
leaving aside extra noise from technology
and letting the heart rest on the fulfilling
last words of God.

One day, we went on a hike to
Emerald Lake. The snow and the

gorgeous landscape—from the cold and
blue atmosphere in the shaded valleys
to the warm and bright rocks, peaks,
forests, and valleys lit by the sun—filled
our hearts and minds with beauty and joy.
Truly, among the fellowship, there was
lighthearted joy for these gifts and a new
way of treating each other as brothers and
sisters of Christ, as children of God.
Another day, we did charitable work.
We cooked about fifty burritos, and
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we went to Boulder to share our time
and meals with the homeless. The kids
saw again firsthand the human misery
generated by abandonment, rejection,
and addictions. “We go to charitable
work in order to live like Christ,” Fr
Giussani states in The Meaning of
Charitable Work, which we read before.
As Christ shared his time and life with
us to save us, while he could have simply
attained this by “staying on his couch”
beside the Father, so we share our time

with the people in need to imitate him
and to learn from him “that Charity is the
law of our being.”

During these days, we had three
events specifically prepared to help us
grow in faith. After the hike, we watched
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the movie "Les Miserables" (1998), where
the conversion of Jean Valjant sparked
in the kids the marvel of God's mercy
and the liberation that mercy attains in
the human person. Then, one of the kids
gave a heartfelt presentation about a book
she was suggested to read by an Italian
exchange student last summer. What
Hell Is Not, by A. D'Avenia, is about the
life of Blessed Fr. Pino Puglisi, a martyr.
"This book changed my life," the girl stated.
The author of the novel demonstrates that
heaven and hell also take place in the heart
of each man and that Fr. Pino Puglisi's
charity was able to bring heaven on earth
for the children and the family of Palermo.
Then, one evening, a married couple
(parishioners) gave us their personal
and genuine testimony of their love and
personal conversion to Catholicism within
their marriage. Their personal journey
and resilient love for each other moved
the youth and helped them discover love
in a new way.

The final evening was well prepared
by the youth. Skids (myself roasted, as
usual, but this time I could finally share
my portion with Sr. Teresa!), fun, (very)

competitive games, and lots of songs.
Then, we concluded the staycation by
praying with a Christmas carol in front of
the Nativity Scene in our Church. During
the final sharing, the kids told others
about their personal growth and their
: desire to continue
to accept Christ’s
daily invitation to
receive his life to the
full and to be part of
the fellowship of the
ones He had called.
We praise
the Lord for the
precious gifts of
these youth, and I
ask you to pray for
them through Our
Lady. May she protect them and form
them with her maternal care, that they
may enrich the Kingdom of her Son with
their sanctity!

THE PROCLAMATION OF
THE MOVEABLE FEASTS

After the Gospel at Masses this weekend,
you will hear an interesting chant: the
proclamation of the date of Easter

and the other moveable feasts. This
ancient practice dates from a time when
calendars were not readily available.

It was necessary to make known the

date of Easter in advance, since many
celebrations of the liturgical year depend
on its date. The number of Sundays

that follow Epiphany, the date of Ash
Wednesday, and the number of Sundays
that follow Pentecost are all computed in
relation to Easter.

Although calendars now give the
date of Easter and the other feasts in the
liturgical year for many years in advance,
the Epiphany proclamation still has value.
It is a reminder of the centrality of the
resurrection of the Lord in the liturgical
year and the importance of the great
mysteries of faith which are celebrated
each year.

On the Epiphany of the Lord, after
the singing of the Gospel, a Deacon
or cantor, in keeping with an ancient
practice of Holy Church, announces
from the ambo the moveable feasts of the
current year according to the following
text. (The musical notation is found in
Appendix I of the Roman Missal, Third
Edition.)

"Know, dear brothers and sisters, that,
as we have rejoiced at the Nativity of our
Lord Jesus Christ, so by leave of God's
mercy we announce to you also the joy
of his Resurrection, who is our Savior.

On the 14th day of February will

fall Ash Wednesday, and the beginning
of the fast of the most sacred Lenten
season.

On the 31st day of March you will
celebrate with joy Easter Day, the
Paschal feast of our Lord Jesus Christ.

On the 9th day of May will be the
Ascension of Our Lord Jesus Christ.

On the 19th day May the Feast of
Pentecost.

On the 2nd day of June, the Feast of the
Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ

On the 1st day of December, the First
Sunday of the Advent of Our Lord Jesus
Christ, to whom is honor and glory,
forever and ever. Amen."

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FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY OF JESUS, MARY AND JOSEPH
POPE FRANCIS | ANGELUS | SAINT PETER'S SQUARE
SUNDAY, DEC 31, 2023

Dear brothers and sisters,

oday we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Family of Jesus,
Mary and Joseph. The Gospel shows us the temple of
Jerusalem, for the presentation of the Baby to the Lord
(cf. Lk 2:22-40).

The Holy Family arrives in the temple bearing the humblest and
simplest among the prescribed offerings as a gift, a testimony to
their poverty. In the end, Mary receives a prophecy, “And a sword
will pierce through your own soul” (v. 35). They arrive in poverty, and

set out again loaded with suffering. This is surprising—but how is it that, the Family
of Jesus, the only family in history who could boast of having God present in flesh and
blood among them, instead of being rich, was poor! Instead of having things easy,

it seems this family meets obstacles! Instead of being free from hardship, this family is
immersed in tremendous sorrows!

What does this tell our families, the way the Holy Family lived their life, poor, facing
obstacles, with such sorrow? It tells us something very beautiful: God, whom we

often imagine to be beyond problems, came to live our life with its problems. He
saved us in this way. He did not come already an adult, but really little. As the son
of a mother and father, he lived in a family where he spent most of his time growing,
learning, an everyday life, in hiddenness and silence. And he did not avoid difficulties.
Rather, in choosing a family, a family that was “expert in suffering,” he says this

to our families, “If you are facing difficulties, I know what you are experiencing. I
experienced it. I, my mother and my father, we experienced it so we can say to your
family too: You are not alone!”

Joseph and Mary “marveled at what was said about Jesus” (cf. Lk 2:33) because they

never would have thought that the elderly
Simeon and the prophetess Anna would
say these things. They marvel. T want to
reflect on this today, on their ability to
marvel. Being able to marvel is a secret
for moving forward well as a family, not
getting used to the ordinariness of things;
knowing, instead how to marvel before
God who accompanies us. And then
marveling in our families. And I think

it is good for couples to know how to
marvel at one’s own spouse, taking him
or her by the hand, for example, and
looking the other tenderly in the eyes for
a few seconds in the evening. Tenderly—
marveling always brings us to tenderness.
Tenderness is beautiful in a marriage. And
then, to marvel at the miracle of life, of
children, taking time to play with them
and to listen to them. And I ask you,
fathers and mothers: Do you find time to
play with your children? To take them for
a walk? Yesterday, I heard from someone
on the telephone, and I asked her,
“Where are you?” “Oh, I'm in the park.

I brought my children for a walk.” This

is a good parenting. And then, to marvel
at the wisdom of grandparents: many
times, we shut grandparents out of our
lives. No, grandparents are a source of
wisdom. Let us learn how to marvel at the
wisdom of our grandparents, their stories.
Grandparents bring us back to what is
essential. Lastly, to marvel at our own
story of love—each of us has our own, and
the Lord made us walk in love—to marvel
at this. And also, certainly, our lives have
negative aspects. But marveling also at
God’s goodness as he has walked with us,
even though we are not such expert at it.

May Mary, Queen

of the family, help us
marvel. Today, let us
ask for the grace of
being able to marvel.
May Our Lady help us
marvel every day at what
is good, and to know
how to teach others the
beauty of marveling,.

Nativity is under the pastoral care of the Priestly Fraternity of
St. Charles Borromeo, a religious order, founded in 1985 by
Msgr. Massimo Camisasca in Italy. The order has its origins in
the charism of Fr. Luigi Giussani, founder of the Catholic lay
movement Communion and Liberation (CL). Here is how the
Priestly Fraternity of St. Charles Borromeo is described by the
founder, Msgr. Massimo Camisasca:

Fraternity: “The Fraternity is a companionship made up of
people that are placed together by an Other. [...] Each of us [...]
is continually accompanied by Christ through his brothers.”

Priestly: “The priestly vocation [...] is a continuous communion
with God and man. [...] It acts as a bridge between heaven and
earth, represents a fundamental link in the history of salvation,
and also serves as an important figure in the journey towards
unity among men.”

Missionary: “Mission [...] consists simply in entering within the
same mission for which God sent His own Son into the world,
for which the Son sent the Apostles, and for which, in turn, the
Apostles sent other brothers, until the visible echo of that event
touched even us.”

The priests of the Fraternity live together in houses of three or
more. The communion among them is meant to sustain their
vocation and be a path towards conversion. They are willing
to be sent around the world wherever the Church has a need,
according to the wishes of the bishop of the diocese in which
they reside.
