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TOWARD PERPETUA ADORATION

Dear Parishioners,

he "40 Hours of Eucharistic
Adoration" event has been a huge
success. Many of you of different
ages have generously responded
to our invitation and have discovered or
re-discovered the peace that comes from
spending one hour of silent Adoration
with the Lord. It was inspiring during the
night to see many of you drawing peace
and love from the Lord and being closer
to Him, as Christ has asked His apostles
during the agony in Gethsemane to
watch with Him for the unveiling of the
plan of God amidst the surging of the
power of evil.

During Holy Week, after the Mass of
the Lord's Supper on Holy Thursday,
the church will be open through the
night to allow all of us to commit to an
hour or just to come and spend time

in Eucharistic Adoration. The Blessed
Sacrament will not be exposed but will
remain reposed in the Tabernacle as

we will commemorate Christ's agony

in the Garden of Gethsemane and His
subsequent imprisonment. We will "keep
watch" (Mt 26:38) with Jesus until

7:00 am on Good Friday. The Eucharist
will then be removed from the sanctuary
and closed in the Sacristy. The church,
emptied of the Eucharist, will be the most
visible sign to help us commemorate
Christ's Passion and Death on the Cross,
which will continue with His Descent into
the Netherworld on Holy Saturday and
His Resurrection on Easter Vigil.

The 40 Hours Devotion event has
sparked in many of you the desire to
continue the experience of remaining
with the Lord. Our Adoration Chapel was

built a few years ago for this purpose, so
the Blessed Sacrament can be exposed
day and night, 24 hours a day, 7 days a
week for the parishioners to experience
weekly an intimate and silent moment of
peace with the Lord and pray through
Christ that the Father's will be done on
earth, as it is in Heaven. We can already
see, but we will fully and clearly see in
Heaven, how many barriers have been
torn down in us and in many human
hearts because of the prayers raised
during these hours of Adoration.

Adoring during the night has been a deep
experience: contemplation and prayer are
supported by the deep silence, and the
love for the Lord is refined by the human
sacrifice required to interrupt the sleep
and to be up the next morning to work.
During the Adoration, and particularly at
night, the body easily yields its strength
and surrenders in the embrace of the
Lord. I have to say that, against any
presumption, the next day, I experienced
a deeper calm and greater docility to do
the will of God. I was less exposed to

my inner impulsive reaction to pressure,
urgencies, or fears. And I have also seen
God responding to the many needs I
raised to him in that state of surrendering.
Truly, I experienced what He promised: "If
you remain in me and my words remain
in you, ask whatever you wish, and it
will be done for you." (Jn 15:7)

Currently, our Adoration Chapel does
not operate 24/7. It was so before the
COVID-19 crisis. Then, regrettably,
we have not been able to get back to
perpetual Adoration. After the great
success of the 40 Hours Devotion, and
during this year of Eucharistic Revival,

when the Church in the United States
desired to be renewed by the Eucharist,
my brother priests and I believe that we
should arrive again at 24/7 Adoration,
the continuous exposition of Our Lord,
adored and loved, as the pulsing heart of
Our Parish.

These are the chunks of time when the
Lord in our Chapel currently doesn’t
have adorers. I would ask you to please
consider making a 1-hour weekly
commitment during those hours.

Sunday:

Midnight to 5 am and Noon to Midnight
Monday:

Midnight to 5 am and 10 pm to Midnight
Tuesday:

Midnight to 5 am and 11 pm to Midnight
Wednesday:

Midnight to 5 am and 11 pm to Midnight
Thursday:

Midnight to 5 am and 6 pm to Midnight
Friday:

Midnight to 5 am and 8 pm to Midnight
Saturday:

Midnight to 5 am and Noon to Midnight

Please keep in mind that for us to open
those slots of hours, we need to find a
back-to-back series of adorers for the
entire slot because the adoration of the
Blessed Sacrament cannot be interrupted
due to a lack of adorers the following
hour. The Lord cannot be exposed and
reposed many times during the day at
the mercy of our human convenience.
Therefore, once you express your
commitment to those missing hours, we
will still need some time to complete the
on-boarding of all adorers and open all
the hours only after we have secured back-
to-back adorers. We rely on your help

to find adorers who can commit to the
hours before and after yours.

How long does the commitment have to
be? You can commit to as much as you
can. It can be one, two, or six months

or more. You can renew and change

your commitment, you can put it on

hold temporarily, or you can end it.

Also, once the commitment is made, it

is possible for you, through the support
of our sign-up software and our leaders,
to find a substitute that can take over
your committed hour in case a serious
necessity arises. These possibilities are
not to simply lower the required effort but
to allow to live the Christian vocation of a
layperson, which may render a long-term
commitment to the same hour and place
of Eucharistic Adoration impossible.

Nativity is under the pastoral care of the Priestly Fraternity of
St. Charles Borromeo, a religious order, founded in 1985 by
Msgr. Massimo Camisasca in Italy. The order has its origins in
the charism of Fr. Luigi Giussani, founder of the Catholic lay
movement Communion and Liberation (CL). Here is how the
Priestly Fraternity of St. Charles Borromeo is described by the
founder, Msgr. Massimo Camisasca:

Fraternity: “The Fraternity is a companionship made up of
people that are placed together by an Other. [...] Each of us [...]
is continually accompanied by Christ through his brothers.”

Priestly: “The priestly vocation [...] is a continuous communion
with God and man. [...] It acts as a bridge between heaven and
earth, represents a fundamental link in the history of salvation,
and also serves as an important figure in the journey towards
unity among men.”

Missionary: “Mission [...] consists simply in entering within the
same mission for which God sent His own Son into the world,
for which the Son sent the Apostles, and for which, in turn, the
Apostles sent other brothers, until the visible echo of that event
touched even us.”

The priests of the Fraternity live together in houses of three or
more. The communion among them is meant to sustain their
vocation and be a path towards conversion. They are willing
to be sent around the world wherever the Church has a need,
according to the wishes of the bishop of the diocese in which
they reside.
